
The Archbald Borough Community Facilities Plantings enhanced
community entrance areas and playgrounds.  Prior to the grant, two
“Welcome to Archbald” signs were installed on vacant parcels near
town.  New plantings at these sites welcome residents and visitors
entering Archbald.  The residents of the borough have commented
favorably on the new landscapes.

Tree and perennial plantings were also completed at the Riverside and
Greenhill Playgrounds.  The 1-acre Riverside facility contains a basket-
ball court, swings, slides, and a play complex.  New trees provide much
needed shade for families during the hot summer afternoon hours.  At
the Greenhill Playground, the entrances are more inviting due to the
new landscaping.
